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REVELATION SIMPLIFIED
Chapters 20-22
Review:
1st Vision (Chapters 1-3) Jesus stands among the churches; He knows what’s happening and is calling the churches to faithfulness with the promise of life to those who stand firm to the end.

2nd Vision (Chapters 4-7) God is on His Throne, and Jesus is Worthy to open the 7 seals which reassure God’s people that God knows them and will protect them in their suffering.  

3rd Vision (Chapters 8-11) God warns the Roman world of their need to repent through natural disasters, through the natural consequences of their sin, and through external attack from other nations.  Yet they do not repent.  God’s people are measured and protected.

4th Vision (Chapters 12-14) God reveals Satan’s attempt to destroy the Messiah, and when that fails, he recruits two beasts which represents the Roman Empire as his agents to prosecute his war against God’s people.  God’s people nevertheless will overcome the destructive power of these two beasts – Rome.

5th Vision (Chapters 15-16) God brings Judgment against the Roman Empire, the tools by which Satan is prosecuting his war against the people of God.  

6th Vision (Chapters 17-19) God judges the City of Rome pictured as a Prostitute, riding on the 1st Beast from chapter 13, this is Rome in her wealth and moral decadence.  God then judges the 2 beasts which represent the Empire of Rome as an agent of Satan to persecute the Church.
