	Paul’s Answer: There is Much Advantage
		Jews were Entrusted with the Oracles of God

2. SECOND OBJECTION: JEWISH UNFAITHFULNESS OVER-RULES GOD’S FAITHFULNESS - Romans 1:3-4

	Paul’s Answer: No Way!
Psalm 51:4 - Against you, you only, have I sinned and done what is evil in your sight, so that you may be justified in your words and blameless in your judgment.		
God Promised to Bless the Faithful Jew (See Also Deuteronomy 28)

3.  THIRD OBJECTION: GOD IS UNRIGHTEOUS TO JUDGE ACTS THAT MAGNIFY HIS GLORY – Rom. 1:5-8

	Paul’s Answer: No Way!
		If that’s true, then God can’t judge the world.
		If that’s true, then how can you judge me a sinner?
		If that’s true, then let’s do evil so that good may come.

THE VERDICT IS UNIVERSALLY PROVEN!
Romans 3:9-20

1.  Question: Do the Advantages Make the Jews Better? (Romans 3:9)
	
Paul’s Answer: No, not at all!
	Paul is talking about Guilt of Sin and he’s proved that both Jews & Non-Jews are guilty!

2.  Paul Declares the Verdict - ALL ARE UNDER SIN! (Romans 3:9)

The Character of the Verdict: Sin

The Dominion of the Verdict: Under

The Extent of the Verdict: All
3.  Paul Proves the Verdict  (Romans 3:10-18)
	None is Righteous; No Not One! – 
No One Understands; No One Seeks For God
	All have turned aside; together they have Become Worthless
	No one does good; not even one

[bookmark: 3]Psalm 14:1 - The fool says in his heart, “There is no God.”  They are corrupt, they do abominable deeds, there is none who does good.  The Lord looks down from heaven on the children of man, to see if there are any who understand, who seek after God.  They have all turned aside; together they have become corrupt; there is none who does good, not even one.  (See also Psalm 53:1-3)
	

	Their throat is an open grave; they use their tongues to deceive

Psalm 5:9 - For there is no truth in their mouth; their inmost self is destruction; their throat is an open grave; they flatter with their tongue.


The venom of asps is under their lips

Psalm 140:3 - They make their tongue sharp as a serpent’s, and under their lips is the venom of asps.


	Their mouth is full of curses and bitterness

Psalm 10:7His mouth is filled with cursing and deceit and oppression; under his tongue are mischief and iniquity.


Their feet are swift to shed blood; in their paths are ruin and misery; and the way of peace they have not known

[bookmark: 9]Isaiah 59:7-8 - Their feet run to evil, and they are swift to shed innocent blood; their thoughts are thoughts of iniquity; desolation and destruction are in their highways.  The way of peace they do not know, and there is no justice in their paths; they have made their roads crooked; no one who treads on them knows peace.


	There is no fear of God before their eyes

Psalm 36:1 - Transgression speaks to the wicked deep in his heart; there is no fear of God before his eyes.
