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UNIVERSAL EFFECTS OF JUSTIFICATION

 ADAM & CHRIST: THE COMPARISONS & CONTRASTS (5:12-21)
	ADAM: Living According to the Flesh
Sin came into the world
Death (spiritual) came through sin
	Death spread to all men (because all sinned)
		Even though God had provided grace
Death reigned from Adam to Moses 
Judgment brought condemnation

CHRIST: Living According to Faith
The Grace of God (and the free gift) came into the world (abounded to the many)
		Justification came through the free gift
		Life reigned through Christ to those who receive the Grace and free gift

To Sum up, we get the outcome of who we follow; Adam (Flesh) or Christ (Faith)
ADAM: One man’s sin led to condemnation of all (5:18)
ADAM: One man’s disobedience the many were made sinners (5:19)
For all have sinned and fallen short… Rom. 3:23

CHRIST: One man’s act of righteousness led to justification and life to all men (5:18)
CHRIST: One man’s obedience the many will be made righteous (5:19)
One is justified by faith apart from works of law…Rom. 3:28
