JEWISH OBJECTIONS TO JUSTIFICATION BY FAITH APART FROM WORKS
 
1. Does Grace Encourage Sin? (6:1-14)
Paul answered this first objection by showing that the child of God is dead to sin and alive to God, for in baptism the old man (life of sin) was crucified and buried.  The Christian, then is raised to walk in newness of life.  That being true, it is unthinkable that a person under grace could go back to living in the arena to which he had just died.
2. Does Grace Allow Sin? (6:15-7:6)
Maybe grace does not encourage sin, but some may still assert that if violation of law does not condemn, then grace sure does seem to allow sin.  Paul will again say no, for grace and the acceptance of it draws the Christian to a new allegiance – they serve a new master; they have a new husband.  So on all accounts, grace seeks to draw a person away from sin’s practice and toward the practice of righteousness.
3. Is the Law Sin? (7:7-25)

1. THE QUESTION: What then, are we to sin because we’re not under law? (6:15)
This objection grows out of a legalistic approach to God, where law is the essential quality of a relationship with God

2. THE ANSWER: By no means! (6:16-19; 7:1-3)	
1st Illustration: Master / Slave (6:16-19)

3. THE RESULTS: (6:20-23; 7:4-6)
	The outcome of serving sin: Death
		Wages are paid at the end of each day (Matthew 20:1-16)
	
The outcome of serving God: Eternal Life
		When is this free gift received? Today (1 John 5:13)
	
The outcome of being joined to a New Husband (Christ)
		We bear fruit for God (2 Peter 1:3-8
